Task 1- Some main points about the EU structure and goals

The purpose of this task is that the teacher, after a brief explanation, comparison and sharing with students, will check their knowledge concerning the EU structure, and its main purposes, goals and objectives.

Task 2- Finding some “traces” of the EU in your town (persons who know something, flags, documents)

- attach some items, describing shortly the meaning of each one (e.g. pictures showing the EU flag, explaining where they are and why; MP3 files with the EU anthem, describing what is the meaning etc...)

On the basis of the conceptual map, students will have to follow the indications in order to single out signs and symbols that identify Europe. The purpose is not to do a generic research on Europe, but rather to find and discover, deepening their meaning, some elements that are strictly linked to EU. The aim is to understand their sense and history.

Task 3 - What the EU does and what member States do

How a State can become “member” (attaching for instance: Geographical Map, pictures of the EU member…)

It is useful here to think of a tourist who, coming in Europe, (as each one of us at the moment we  arrive in a foreign country), could have at her/his disposal information about the new “Country” that she/he wants to know. For this reason she/he will research what are, in students’ mind, common points and key information about EU, so allowing tourists to understand more about the country they are visiting.

On the basis of the conceptual map, students will have to follow the indications in order to single out signs and symbols that identify European history, taking into particular consideration the idea of the historic evolution of European Union, in relation with one’s country history and evolution.

Some items will have to be identified (as in the example above) and they will have to be given an exact meaning, linked to European history.

In this section the tongue to be used is ENGLISH  (a basic and simple version of English, utilizing for example images, signs, symbols …)
To clarify some points:

* Conceptual map
conceptual scheme, output of the common work and contribution of teachers and students, used to give indications about the directions to follow when students have to find and study the elements for the research, so to give a meaning, a sense, and an exact distribution to the research.
** Animator
In the sharing room an animator is foreseen with the task of giving directions, periodically control  their work and help students and teachers at the national level.
Moreover, if it is necessary, the teacher may ask an additional help to the animator during the activities with students.
The coordinator will also provide an international animator to check the works carried out in the various countries
Just to use a meaningful and exemplifying motto:

“Leave the Kids Alone!”

Students will be free to elaborate concepts, to do their work and produce outputs by themselves. The role of the teacher is just to be a guide, giving their students motivation and directions.
